DAY 1: ARRIVAL IN LEH

After your arrival in Leh, our representative will
meet you and take you to the hotel.

[f your health allows, visit Shanti Stupa which is a
popular sunset spot and famous for the panoramic
views of Leh.

Also, visit the Leh Palace.

If there is time in the evening, pay a visit to the local
market of Leh for some high altitude gear.

Dinner and overnight stay at a hotel.




DAY 2 : A VISIT TO MAGNETIC HILL &
CONFLUENCE OF INDUS - ZANSKAR
RIVER

Enjoy a scrumptious breakfast in the morning
Leave for the majestic view of The Sangam or
Confluence of the rivers Zanskar and Indus.

This place is also a confluence of different hues.
Also, visit the famous Gurudwara Pathar Sahib.
Then, drive to the Magnetic Hill to witness the
wonder of your car going uphill even in the neutral
gear.

Dinner and overnight stay at a hotel in Leh.




DAY 3 : LEH TO NUBRA VALLEY OVER
KHARDUNG LA

Get a delicious breakfast before your drive to the
magnificent Nubra Valley.

You will be driven via the world&#39;s highest
civilian motorable pass, Khardung La.

Drive to the white sand dunes of Hundar, where you
will enjoy a double-humped camel ride

Check in at the hotel/camp/guesthouse in Nubra
Valley

[f time permits, visit the magnificent Diskit
Monastery

Dinner and overnight stay in Nubra Valley.




DAY 4 : NUBRA - TURTUK/SIACHEN
BASE CAMP AND BACK

® This morning after breakfast. Drive to Turtuk/
Siachen Base Camp, the northernmost village of India
after Murgo Village.

B Located in the Nubra Valley, on the banks of Shyok
River and 2.5km from the LOC.

The route takes the visitor past the picturesque
villages of Shey and Thiksey and turns off the Indus
valley by the side valley of Chemrey and Shakti.
Return to the guest house in Nubra.

Dinner and overnight stay in Nubra




DAY 5 : NUBRA - PANGONG TSO LAKE
VIA SHYOK VALLEY

Post breakfast. Drive to Pangong Tso Lake via Shyok.
The route takes the visitor past the picturesque
villages of Shey and Thiksey and turns off the Indus
valley by the side valley of Chemrey and Shakti.
Pangong Tso is a magnificent high altitude alpine
lake. It is also an endorheic lake (meaning it doesn'’t
flow out into the sea).

[t is situated at an altitude of almost 14,000 ft,
134km long and is divided into 5 beautiful sub-lakes.
Spend some time here at the lake soaking in the
beauty of this majestic lake. It is also known to
change its color 4-5 times in a day depending on t]
sun’s reflection. %
Dinner and overnight stay in Pangong Tso.




DAY 6 : PANGONG TSO TO TSO MORIRI
LAKE

Post breakfast at this magnificent lake, we’ll drive to
another high altitude lake, Tso Morriri.

Tso Moriri is also known as the “Mountain Lake”. It

is located in the Changthang Plateau in Ladakh.
Placed magnificently at an altitude of about 15,000ft,
is fed by springs and melting of snow from the snow
peaks in the surrounding landscapes.

This is also an endorheic lake like Pangong and is
oligotrophic in nature.

After spending some time at the lake, move to your
camps in Korzok - The highest permanent settlement
in the world.

Dinner and overnight stay in Korzok.
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DAY 7 : DRIVE BACK TO LEH FROM TSO
MORIRI

Wake up in the morning to the sight of the beautiful
Korzok.

Post breakfast, start your drive back to Leh via
Shang, Chumathang etc.

Reach Leh by evening. Explore the local market,
shop if you want to.

Overnight stay in Leh




DAY 8 : DEPARTURE

B After breakfast, you will be transferred to the Airport
for your flight back home with more than just
memories of this barren heaven.
